In the Marbles

This time I am really in the marbles.  During the Oscoda 
weekend of July 31st -August 2nd a group of us tried our hand 
at concrete repair.  The short version is fixing the surface is 
much easier said than done.  However, the efforts of all that 
helped will be worth it as the more we repair the more 
options we gain for even more fun and exciting course at this 
incredible facility. 
Working on the surface was no doubt work but it was also 
educational.  While we only did 4 patches on Thursday and 3 
more Friday we did learn many things that should make the 
next go round August 21st-August 23rd a touch easier. 
For starters we got to make sure Matt Tuhro is there with 
that hammer drill.  Forget trying to do the John Henry thing 
with a hammer and chisel, you are not going to keep up with  
the machine.  Then clean all the spots to be patched first.

be a shop vac. to help get the small rocks out, and then finish 
it off with compressed air. 
The prep work is straight forward and the most labor 
intensive but the actual mixing of the concrete and pouring it 
gets interesting fast.  Lesson one when the box says it sets up 
in 10 minutes that is not much time, no wait that is not 
enough time.  Turns out mixing one bucket at a time is 
inadequate; iǘ ŘƛŘƴΩǘ ŀƭǿŀȅǎ Ŧƛƭƭ ǘƘŜ ƘƻƭŜΦ  bŜȄǘ ǘƛƳŜ ǿŜ ǿƛƭƭ 
have a team that all they do is make the batter.  This will be 
two drills with mixers.    Not sure if I could run two drills at 
one time.  Best plan I think would be two people on drills and 
one person pouring in the water.  Also the consistency of the 
concrete has a lot to do with how it turns out.  Too thick a 
mix and it basically sets up in the bucket.  Turns out a slightly 
more runny mix is best as it for the most part will self-level 
and require very little work to finish up.  The best way to 
finish is to use a board and blend it in that way.  Also it you 
hit it at just the right time you can put a slight texture into the 
surface.  Oddly enough Matt seemed to be pretty good at 
that too.   
The last step which was very easy to overlook was that the 
patch needed to stay damp for an hour after pouring.  Turns 
out that was a good job for Lorien as she just kept circling all 
the patches with the water sprayer.  I think she got a lot of 
steps on the Fitbit doing that too.

As most everybody in the club knows SOLO bit me hard. With 
the purchase of my little Bad Pony and the creation of the 
CAM classes it feels like a match made in heaven. Well I got to 
participate in an earth bound version of heaven for a car junky 
like myself this past weekend in Peru, IN. I attended the 
inaugural CAM Challenge East event. Also in attendance this 
weekend was Dave and Lorien Fieghner, Keith Roberts, Tammy 
Breece, Ray Jason as well as a few of our Detroit region 
neighbors.  
 
The weekend started on Friday with a test and tune provided 
by the Indy region, tech and registration. There were sponsor 
displays from title sponsor Speedway Motors, Ride Tech, 
Wildwood Brakes, plus a host of others. By early afternoon 
walking through the paddock was like walking through a car 
show of speed. Friday evening Falken Tire treated everybody 
to welcome party at Bunker Hill Dragway. We got to see the 
straight line boys and girls do their thing while they got to see 
all the muscle parked in the lot ready to run circles around 
them. 
 
The start of the event was Saturday morning and here is a 
brief description of how the event was formatted. The event 
was run pretty close to an SCCA Match Tour format with 6 
runs on Saturday with trophies at the end of the day, 3 
qualifying runs on Sunday morning. Then the top 16 cars from 
the 3 classes ran in their own challenge round with the 3 
winners running for overall event champion. The one wrinkle 
here is there where only 5 CAM S cars so they drew names 
from the CAM C competitors to fill out the 16 spots in the CAM 
S challenge round. 
 
Saturday found Ray Jason and me preparing to do battle with 
my under powered little Mustang against some serious 
machines. On my first run Saturday I was little tight and not at 
all fast. Ray took over and set the mark for me to chase for my 
other 2 runs with a 50.663. You could see Rays experience at 
making the car work. We both dropped our morning time with 
Ray finishing with a best of 50.056 and 45

th
 on the sheet. I 

finished with a best of 51.420 that left me 51
st
 on the sheet.   

 
The morning field was led by Sam Strano with a 44.544. Ray 
and I were unfortunately just not in the same game. Dave 
turned in a best of 45.746 in the morning followed by Lorien 
with a 47.531. Tammy followed up with a 47.552 and Keith 
had a mystery cone to finish with a 48.561(+1). 
 
We took lunch for an hour then came back for round two of 
Saturday. I posted my best time of the day on my 3

rd
 run with 

a 50.134. I was happy with more than a second improvement 
although that still left me nearly 5 seconds behind the fast 
guys and gals.

Sunday started out with rain in the forecast, cooler temps, but 
high humidity. The car seemed to like these conditions 
because right out of the box it was much quicker. I posted a 
pair of mid 49 second runs on my first 2 outings, but finished 
my 3

rd
 run with a fantastic finish line spin. Ray pushed his 

times down as well till finally dipping into 48.9 second range 
on his second run. Well even though we improved we were 
still on the outside looking in for the challenge round. 
 
With fast consistent times Dave, Keith and Tammy made into 
the CAM C challenge round. Lorien and I lucked out and got 
into the bonus spots in the CAM S challenge round so we got a 
few more runs in. 
 
After sitting around for a while we finally got to go at again. 
Mother Nature wanted to add a little spice to the fun and 
started drizzling on us. Lorien and I had the CAM S challenge 
before CAM C got to run. My first run was my fastest of the 
weekend with a 49.385. That was good enough to get me into 
the 2

nd
 round. Lorien made it past her round 1 competitor to
